Burnmouth Settlements, 3miles south of Eyemouth

Upper Burnmouth is a small cluster of houses on the top of the cliffs and at the side of the A1 road.
Lower Burnmouth is at sea level and can be reached down a steep slope. It is formed by three
separated hamlets, the most northern of which has an ancient harbour.
